SBS Lego Club

Quaker Meetinghouse
In anticipation of Shrewsbury's Centennial (1926-2026) celebration, thirty-two members of the
Shrewsbury Boro School Lego Club, created a model of the Quaker Meeting House. With the oversight of
the club’s advisor, Heather Cellary, the club members used more than 2,500 legos to complete the
project. The students reviewed photographs, newspaper articles, and some antiquated blueprints before
starting.
They worked more than 30 hours to complete the project. It was an opportunity to learn the history of the
Quaker Meeting House and its significance to Shrewsbury’s historic “Four Corners.”
This latest project shares space at the SHS with model replicas of Christ Church, the Presbyterian Church,
the Allen House, and the Shrewsbury Post Office “the only post office in the middle of the road”. These

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At the 2025 Arts Festival, SHS Trustee, Blake Patterson, demonstrated his “rube Goldberg” anti-
gravity machine which he uses to lacquer and polish his handcrafted bowls. Blake re-invented the
technique of “segmented” woodturning. He estimates it takes between 5 to 30 hours to complete a
bowl, depending upon the size of the bowl. An assortment of Blake’s bowls is often displayed at the

Three DimensionalArtworks

These doll house-like miniatures greet visitors in the foyer. In the recently published book, The
Art of Charles T. Stevenson, Jr.: “Three Stevenson mini houses are on display at the
Shrewsbury Historical Society (SHS), in Shrewsbury, NJ. They were a gift to a longtime publisher
friend of Charles, Don Burden, former Mayor of Shrewsbury. Thanks to Don, who is also
President of the SHS, the houses are now on display as part of its public exhibit for the
enjoyment of its visitors.”

Red Bank Airport was a hub of activity at its peak. In 1958, the James Loeb’s Air Taxi Company operated a
schedule of 52 flights a week to Newark, Kennedy, LaGuardia, and Washington, DC airports. The business
name was later changed to Suburban Airlines. The company had 5 Beechcraft Bonanza single engine
planes and 1 Piper Apache twin engine. In 1965, the fare to the three NY Airports was $12.00 one way. In
1958, the airport runway (2,700 feet) stretched from Shrewsbury Avenue to Hance Road. Today
businesses such as McDonalds, Dunkin Donuts, The Pour House, and Greenbriar development, occupy
this area. Logs show the airport was extensively used by Sonny Werblin and Amory Haskell, prominent
investors in Monmouth Park. Among passengers arriving at the Red Bank Airport were Stuart Ualdh, Joe
Namath, Bernard Gimble, Leon Hess, William Shoemaker, Dr. Martin Luther King, and Walter Slezak. The
Red Bank Airport ceased operations in 1971. Many thanks to Paul Williams of Oceanport for entrusting
SHS with materials related to the airport including maps, schedules, correspondence, and photographs.
